Interview with Guadalupe Arbona Abascal

Why would a Spanish and Comparative Literaturégssor from UCM come to
Harvard/RCC with two children for only one month?

Guadalupe Arbona Abascal studies short storiepaniSh and English literature
and is currently writing a book about Flannery Oh@or, the southern American short
story writer. It turns out that Harvard Universgy{oughton Library has two collections
of this author’s unpublished letters and three pastls. So, imagine: “It is a privilege for
me to read and hold letters and cards which wend-laitten by Ms. O’Connor.”

Why is it important for Spaniards to know more atelannery O’Connor’s
writings? “She is a superb writer, especially afrsistories. José Jimenez Lozano, 2002
Cervantes prize winner, says that Ms. O’Connonis af his masters. Her writings
reflect her good sense of humor and a southernuli@ral style of writing with
references to African Americans and southern peach

“l collaborated with a Spanish publisher on tratistasome of Ms. O’Connor’s
writings from English into Spanish: El negro adiil (Madrid, 2000), Un encuentro



tardio con el enemigo (Madrid, 2007) and Flannegdnnor’s essays titled Mystery and
Manners (Misterio y maneras, Madrid, 2008)

So, | am interested in reading more of her writitigm | could find in Spain. She
died at a young age, 39, from lupus and wrote tmbybooks of short stories and two
novels. At Harvard, | am able to photo-copy hegioial documents and meet people
from whom | might later want to get permission tfish some of them. | found two
letters particularly interesting: one was writtarlB50 to Robert Lowell and the other
was a letter to John Hawkes from the hospital asnss dying.”

“I've found so many materials about Flannery O’Conand other women short
story writers at Harvard’s Houghton and Widenerdiies that | want to return. | want to
read more about and by Eudora Welty and Carson M&Guthough my fascination is
with O’Connor who is less well known in Spain.”

Why did she bring her two children (Anna age 13 daver age 11) with her and
what are they doing while she is busy in the lipPdr| have a very supportive husband
who encouraged us to come. He believes that ivghanyone’s personal interest can be
developed which creates more self-confidence.”

Our oldest child Clara is spending a year abroaddiwith an American family
and studying at the Newman School in the Bostoghimirhood of Back Bay. The other
children go to a bi-lingual school in Spain and tateng classes in Chemistry, English,
and History of America in the same school as tbkeler sister. The school is located on
Marlborough Street, a very beautiful and histotieeat. They are very happy.”

Interview with Nirian Martin

How did a Spanish statistician end up studyinguéloancer in the United States?
Nirian Martin from UCM’s School of Statistics carteeBoston to learn about certain
techniques that are applied by the National Calmstitute for studying cancer
incidence/mortality trends.



Based on the work carried out by people at Dambefa&ancer Institute, she is
doing research about trends of incidences and titgntatios for overlapping regions and
also for rare types of cancer such as thyroid gaf@eding and analyzing data which is
limited is challenging, and these techniques adfpromising way to understand trends in
such situations and make better predictions.

Her attraction to come to Boston was her desightnge direction from “my
theoretical studies at UCM to something more pcattnd applied: hence, the study of
biostatistics and techniques of the National Cairtstitute.” Working with Harvard
Professor Yi Li, Nirian Martin has submitted a pafmebe published in an international
journal. “He is one of the authors of the techngjtiet | learned while here.”

“My main aim in Boston is to publish articles ameet people in my field. Spain
is changing the way of teaching and doing reseatehe, | have the opportunity to learn
about American techniques which will help me in fieire in Spain. I notice, for
example, that there are many post doctoral studemes whereas in Spain it is hard to
find post doc positions, even for good researchdrgpe that this situation will change
over time.”

“As an Assistant Professor at UCM, | don’t teaalcim Instead, | mostly do
research. This year’s experience in the U.S. has Bery rewarding. | highly
recommend that others take advantage of the pahipdbetween Spain and
Harvard/RCC.”

“My family came from the Basque Country for a weld they told me that
American people are so very practical and frieridly.
